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Abstract

Purpose: The cultural identity of any society refers to the collective beliefs, customs and traditions of a culture, nation,
tribe or group. Examining the factors related to the construction of a child's cultural identity can help design and
implement programs to improve their cultural identity. As a result, the present research was conducted with the aim of
determine the relationship between children's and parents' demographic information in the construction of a child's
cultural identity.

Methodology: The present research was a descriptive correlational study. The research population consisted of 4353
boys and girls primary school children of Evaz County, which 345 people of them were selected as samples with using
purposive sampling method. The instruments of the present research were included a demographic information form
(including parental education, parental employment, number of children, family income, age and gender) and a
researcher-made questionnaire of child cultural identity. The data of the present research were analyzed with using one-
way analysis of variance, Pearson correlation coefficient and independent t-test in SPSS software.

Findings: The findings of this research showed that the difference between the level of children's cultural identity based
on the education of their parents was significant and the children's cultural identity with fathers and mothers with higher
education was higher (P<0.001). The difference between the level of children's cultural identity based on the employment
of their parents was significant and the children's cultural identity with fathers and mothers with government jobs was
higher (P<0.05). In addition, the difference between the level of children's cultural identity based on the number of
children was significant and the cultural identity of only children was higher (P<0.001). The difference between the level
of children's cultural identity based on family income was significant and the children's cultural identity with higher family
income was higher (P<0.001). Also, there was a positive and significant relationship between child's cultural identity and
children's age (P<<0.01). In addition, the difference between the level of children's cultural identity based on the gender
of the children was not significant and the cultural identity of girls and boys was almost equal (P>0.05).

Conclusion: The results of this research showed that there was a difference between the level of children's cultural
identity based on the demographic variables of parental education, parental employment, number of children, family
income and age, but there was no difference between the level of children's cultural identity based on the demographic
variable of gender. As a result, it is necessary to design and implement programs to improve and promote children's

cultural identity through improving effective demographic information.
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Detailed abstract

Purpose: Identity and its formation are topics that have attracted the attention of many scientific fields such as psychology, sociology,
political science and even literature and art (Ghorbani & Yazarloo, 2021). The family is one of the most important social institutions and
the most stable platform for the growth and education of children and the shaper of individual identity. Providing appropriate behavioral
models by parents accelerates the process of identifying individuals, and family differences disrupt the process of identifying children (Jia
& Krettenauer, 2022). Identity is one of the psychological needs of humans and a prerequisite for social life and the lives of individuals
are meaningless without a framework for determining identity; so that identity is a mental image and representation of oneself that
individuals differ from each other in terms of the use of cognitive and social processes and self-constructed theories to solve personal
problems and decision-making in the use of styles (Ghadami et al., 2021). When parents encourage children towards emotional
independence, they facilitate the discovery of identity in children and authoritative parenting styles play an important role in the desired
formation of identity (Ma et al., 2021). Identity is one of the central concepts and topics of research in various fields; so that shows who
an individual is in the cultural context and unifies and organizes separate components and characteristics in a meaningful and
understandable way. Culture is the essence of social life that reflects all thoughts, ideas, norms, values and individual and social activities
(Jahanshahi et al., 2024). There are many identities such as individual identity, social identity, national identity, religious identity, ethnic
identity, etc., but cultural identity dominates all identities and is mutually related to all of them (Mosanya & Kwiatkowska, 2021). One
type of identity is cultural identity, which includes a set of cultural characteristics, beliefs, values, customs and traditions that distinguish
a culture from other cultures (Meca et al., 2023). It also includes upbringing, education, beliefs, symbols, knowledge and specific values
that distinguish and differentiate different cultures (Stanley et al., 2021). The cultural identity due to answers the fundamental questions
of society members and children, it can be a solid intellectual foundation and support for social thoughts and behaviors (Geppert &
McCoy, 2024). The family is one of the influences social institutions on the identity and in addition to bearing and raising children, it also
has many other functions, such as economic activities, education, upbringing and development of children and their socialization. The
family is an intermediary that plays an important role in transmitting the values, norms and cultural heritage of society before the individual
directly contacts groups, organizations and social institutions (Azizpouran & Moradi, 2021). The cultural identity of any society refers to
the collective beliefs, customs and traditions of a culture, nation, tribe or group.

Methodology: The present research was a descriptive correlational study. The research population consisted of 4353 boys and girls
primary school children of Evaz County, which 345 people of them were selected as samples with using purposive sampling method. In
purposive sampling, samples are selected based on a series of criteria known as inclusion criteria. In the present research, these criteria
were included primary school education, age 7 to 12 years, living with parents, no failure in previous grades, and parental consent to
participate in the study. Also, exclusion criteria were included withdrawal from the study and failure to respond to more than ten percent
of the items in the research instruments. The instruments of the present research were included a demographic information form
(including parcntal education, parcntal cmployrncnt, number of children, family income, age and gcndcr) and a researcher-made
questionnaire of child cultural identity. The data of the present research were analyzed with using one-way analysis of variance, Pearson

correlation coefficient and independent t-test in SPSS software.

Findings: In this study, 345 primary school boys and girls from Evaz County with an average age of 9.05 years participated. The findings
of this research showed that the difference between the level of children's cultural identity based on the education of their parents was
significant and the children's cultural identity with fathers and mothers with higher education was higher (P<0.001). The difference
between the level of children's cultural identity based on the employment of their parents was significant and the children's cultural
identity with fathers and mothers with government jobs was higher (P<0.05). In addition, the difference between the level of children's
cultural identity based on the number of children was significant and the cultural identity of only children was higher (P<0.001). The
difference between the level of children's cultural identity based on family income was significant and the children's cultural identity with
higher family income was higher (P<0.001). Also, there was a positive and significant relationship between child's cultural identity and
children's age (P<<0.01). In addition, the difference between the level of children's cultural identity based on the gender of the children
was not significant and the cultural identity of girls and boys was almost equal (P>0.05).

Conclusion: This study was conducted only on boys and girls primary school children of Evaz County with using a questionnaire.
Therefore, caution should be taken when generalizing the findings of the study. In general, the results of this research showed that there

was a difference between the level of children's cultural identity based on the demographic variables of parental education, parental
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employment, number of children, family income and age, but there was no difference between the level of children's cultural identity
based on the demographic variable of gender. As a result, it is necessary to design and implement programs to improve and promote

children's cultural identity through improving effective demographjc information.
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
