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Abstract

Purpose: Educational justice is one of the basic and fundamental principles in any educational system,
including the education system. Therefore, the present study was conducted with the aime of
presenting a model of educational justice development in teachers of townships of Tehran province.
Methodology: This study was applied in terms of purpose and descriptive from type of quantitative
in terms of implementation method. The research population was the high school students, which 350
people of them were selected as samples using multi-stage cluster sampling method. The research tool
was a researcher-made questionnaire of the educational justice development in teachers, which its face
and content validity were confirmed by experts and its reliability was obtained by Cronbach's alpha
coefficient of 0.86. The data of this research were analyzed using exploratory factor analysis and
structural equation modeling methods in SPSS-26 and Smart PLS-2 software.

Findings: The results of this study showed that the educational justice development in teachers had 9
factors of social maturity, infrastructure, economic factor, personality traits, critical thinking, social
mission, life priorities, credible moral resources, and self-awareness with a factor load higher than
0.40, and the reliability of each of them was obtained using the Cronbach's alpha coefficient and
combined methods higher than 0.70. Also, the model of educational justice development in teachers
had a good fit, and the factors of self-awareness, credible moral resources, infrastructure, economic
factor, social maturity, critical thinking, social mission, personality traits, life priorities, and social
harms were more important, respectively.

Conclusion: The results of this research have many practical implications for experts and officials in
the education system, and they based on the results of this study can take effective steps towards
improving educational justice through the identified factors.

Introduction: The education system is one of the most important social institutions, and the quality of other social
institutions depends to a large extent on how this institution functions. Today, the main task of the education system is to
adopt approaches and policies appropriate to the changes in society, in which teachers, as one of the main and important
pillars of this system, have a fundamental role in the quality of education and learning (Hadipour et al., 2022). One of the
topics that can be discussed and examined in the education system is educational justice, which has always been a main and
vital issue; so that one of the most effective ways to achieve justice in society begins with educational justice (Haj Yahya,
2024). Justice in all areas, especially in education is considered as one of the important indicators of comprehensive
development and survival of natural and social organization (Crawford & Valle, 2016). In fact, the institution of education is
one of the basic and important institutions and organizations of any society that can be an important factor in realizing
justice. As a result, this institution has various functions, duties and responsibilities, including leading individuals to a better
and more just social life (Kolbe, 2025). Justice, as one of the highest and most important human values and the main
indicator of the development of socicties and the internal need of man, indicates the conditions for achieving equal rights and
opportunities based on needs, goals and desires, and educational justice secks to eliminate discrimination between public and
private education (Nygreen & Ives, 2025). Today, educational justice is one of the main foundations of various dimensions of
justice on which the progress of any society depends. This structure can transform education in all areas and provide the
basis for the emergence of talents and capabilities at different levels (Joshi et al., 2024). Some experts believe that
educational equity means equality in access to educational opportunities and facilities, and others believe that educational
equity means the distribution of educational resources and opportunities in accordance with the needs of each individual.
That is, some experts refer to the potential and actual possibilities of educational environments according to the special
talents and capabilities of each individual (Warren, 2014). This construct indicates behaviors, interactions, and relationships
based on fairness, uniform and non-discriminatory, guidance appropriate to the abilities of learners, and adherence to the
principle of fairness in assessment and awarding points (Fulford et al., 2023). Educational justice is a construct that the
education system should always seck to develop. The educational justice development by providing equal, fair opportunities
and access to desirable education for all learners plays an effective role in the growth and progress of different societies
(Sabus & VanHoose, 2023). Educational justice indicates equality in education and educational opportunities that are under
social, economic, political and cultural conditions and its realization is based on three principles of equality in physical
resources, equality in student-teacher relationships and equality in teaching resources (Balarin & Milligan, 2024). The
educational justice development is achieved in societies when learners of the education system can achieve their scientific,
educational, ideological and social goals through inputs and processes (Ahmed Shafi & Middleton, 2023). Educational justice
is one of the basic and fundamental principles in any educational system, including the education system.

In this sampling method, some regions were randomly selected as
samples, and then a number of schools were randomly selected from each region and a number of classes from each school
were randomly selected as samples. Students in the selected classes were selected as samples if they met the conditions for
entering the study, which in the present study included not having failed in previous grades, living with their biological
parents, not taking psychiatric medications such as Ritalin, anti-anxiety, anti-depressants, etc., not having a history of
receiving psychological services due to abnormal behaviors, and not having experienced acute stressful and abnormal events
such as divorce and severe violence in the family in the past three months. Also, the exclusion criteria in the present study
included unwillingness to participate in the study and failure to respond to more than ten percent of the items. The research
